3. Previous scholarship recipients are not eligible.

1. Evaluation will be made on the basis of academic performance, work experience, community and civic activities, honors, career goals, letters of recommendation, and evidence of leadership, motivation, character, and self-reliance.

2. At the option of the scholarship committee, the top five candidates may be telephone interviewed by a member of the scholarship committee.

3. Scholarship recipients will be selected by the scholarship committee of the Florida Section American Water Works Association.
